To apply 
for the Young Technology Scholar award, students are required to submit the following: 

•  YTS Award Application – student must be supported by their instructor 
•  Supporting instructor letter of recommendation 
•  One additional instructor or school counselor letter of recommendation 
•  Resume 
•  Official academic transcript 
•  Essay between 700 – 1,200 words and must address three topics: 

1. Tell us your future education plans. 
2. How my industry exam certification(s) will help me achieve my future goals. 
3. Summary of a technology-based project that you have been a part of. 

•  Proof of one of the industry exam certifications listed below 
•  Signed Media Release Form

•  Any CompTIA Industry Certification 
•  Any Certiport Information Technology Specialist (ITS) Certification Exam (except for the HTML
