· The student has special education eligibility documentation indicating the disability significantly impacts intellectual functioning and adaptive behavior (typically functioning at least two and a half to three standard deviations below the mean); and
· The student requires intensive, repeated, significantly modified, and direct individualized instruction that requires substantial supports to learn, maintain, and generalize skills in the student's grade and age-appropriate curriculum; and
· The student is learning content linked to the Utah Core Standards through the support of Utah’s Alternate Achievement Standards, the Essential Elements.
If the IEP team determines that the student meets the above criteria AND will participate in the alternate assessment, the IEP team MUST provide a two-part statement explaining 1) why the student cannot participate in the regular assessment AND 2) why the alternate assessment is appropriate for the student.
